President Kevin Dillon, A.A.E.,
presented an idea for
discussion whereby Chapter
members would be given
added incentive to gain
accreditation. He proposed that
the scholarship funds awarded
annually by the AAAE to the
dependents and spouses of
accredited members be matched
by the Northeast Chapter. The
Executive Committee will review
the technicalities involved and
report to the membership at the
Newport Conference.

President Dillon regretfully
announced that Barbara
Patzner, A.A.E., will not seek
another term as regional
examiner for the Northeast.
Kevin presented Barbara with a
plaque recognizing her
contributions and
success in
maximizing
participation by
Chapter
members in the
accreditation
process. Tom
Binford, A.A.E.,
Chair of the
AAAE Board of
Examiners, will
select a
replacement from
one of the three
names placed in nomination for the
position: Alex Kashani, A.A.E., of
MWAA, Buddy Comeau, A.A.E., of
MASSPORT and Laurie Cullen,
A.AE., of RIAC.

Treasurer Bradley Penrod,
A.A.E., reported that following
last year’s drop in revenue,
Chapter finances have rebounded.
This is due to several successful
events sponsored by the NEC
including the ARFF School in
Pittsburgh, the Large Hub Winter
Operations Conference in Toronto,
the Snow Symposium and the 2004
Annual NEC Conference in Portland.

Jerry FitzGerald, A.A.E.,
recommended that the Chapter
consider hiring an Audit Firm
to review Chapter financial
records in accordance with IRS
regulations. There was general
agreement on this issue and the
Executive Committee will follow up
and report to the membership at the
Newport meeting.

A discussion was held
concerning the granting of
voting rights to NEC corporate
(Associate) members. A survey
of the other Chapters indicates that
there are instances of limited voting
rights for corporate members.

The Executive Committee will
further review the matter and

report to the membership at the
Newport Conference.

Executive Secretary Dick
Williams, A.A.E., reported that
the Membership Committee
chaired by Steve Sheehan,
A.A.E. was in the process of
auditing the membership dues
status. At the time, there were
499 members with 352 paid. The
Committee is in the process of
contacting those with unpaid dues
to determine if they wish to
continue active participation.
